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INSTALLATION

1. BEFORE LAYING
All floor and wall coverings should be examined prior to installation for any visible defects.

To ensure colour uniformity, the floor covering laid in any one room should be from the same manufacturing batch,
marked on the packaging.

The room temperature during installation must be between 15°C and 26°C.

The planks or tiles must be stored in the room for 24 h before installation.

Take precautions before use of heavy furniture and
chairs with castors (felt caps or protective mats) -
Do not use rubber feet (risk of yellow/rust stains).
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MAINTENANCE
